Supervisor Nabinger called the Regular Meeting to order at 6:30PM.  

RESOLUTION # 1

RESOLUTION #4
Motion was made by Councilman Kauffman second by Councilman Daniels, authorizing clerk to issue warrant to Supervisor for payment of audited claims and to add the Mirabito invoice for $430.91;

Motion was made by Councilman Kauffman, second by Councilman Daniels, to receive and file December 2021 Financial Report.

Guest(s) Questions or Concerns:  
Dog Control Officer talked about a program, by the William G. Palmeroy Foundation that offers free aluminum plaques to honor people and events from 1780-1922.  The application for this program is due by February 28th.

Supervisor Nabinger said she would forward this onto the Bainbridge Historical Society.

VILLAGE
Mayor Wade reported the Bridge NY application for a culvert on Kirby Street and CDBG grant for a water study were both turned down.  Wade expressed his hopes for a USDRD grant for another water engineering study. He added the village budget is in place and there are 2 trustee positions up in the election in March.

JAC
Phil Wade of the Jericho Arts Council said the balcony chair project is coming along and there is show this Saturday.  Attendees must wear masks and have proof of vaccination.
Deputy Clerk Cooper reported the deadline date for the CDBG grant consultant RFP's is February 15th, 2022 at 4PM.  She mentioned there were 10 consultants that have inquired for the grant RFP, but have not received any official proposals yet.

Cooper went over the evaluation factors, how they are weighted, and the guidelines involved when choosing the consultant, with the town board.
Supervisor Nabinger updated the public on the grant and the plans the town has for the grant.  Cooper said there were residents of the village that were interested in this grant as well.
RESOLUTION #6
Motion was made by Councilman Kauffman, second by Councilman Daniels, to receive and file the reports from the Dog Control Officer, Sanitation Officer & Assessor.

Motion was made by Councilman Evans, second by Councilman Kauffman, to open the public hearing on the Local Law for a Moratorium on Reusable Energy.

Supervisor Nabinger explained the purpose of the moratorium and invited comments from the public.  Mayor Wade held conversation with the town board on the decommission on these types of projects.

Motion was made by Councilman Evans, second by Councilman Kauffman, to close the public hearing.

HIGHWAY
Highway Superintendent Clark mentioned the septic issue involving 2 neighbors on Lyon Road.  He reported his department has been busy cleaning up from last Friday's ice storm, and have had no major breakdowns.  He talked about his department's progress on the picnic tables for Clinton Park and the work that needs to be done on the tag along trailer.
Clark proposed getting a generator for the highway garage and why there is a need for the generator.  The town board held conversation on the subject, and decided it would be good to get some prices on generators.
TOWN HALL
Highway Superintendent Clark said the town hall monthly inspection went well and batteries were replaced for some of the emergency lights. 

Gary Richman mentioned the mess from the library down in the basement.

POOL
Pool Superintendent Richman said he was given a price from Aqua Concepts of $22,600.00 to update the slide, ladders & lifeguard chairs.  The materials for the pump repairs will be here by the 15th of March.  He mentioned his conversation with Depot Engineer Jason Fleming and how the bathroom revisions might get done in the Fall.  Richman shared his conversation with Jim Leonard's sister Barbara Bowker and the missing plaque dedicated to Mr. & Mrs. Leonard, down by the pool.  Mrs. Bowker has asked to get this plaque back and put back up.

Councilman Daniels said he would talk to the Bainbridge Rotary about the disappearance of this plaque.

Supervisor Nabinger suggested holding off on the plans for the pool bathrooms until the town board meets with Jason Fleming.

TOWN CLERK
Town Clerk McKown provided the town board with a report of tax payments to Supervisor Nabinger, showing the town's warrant paid at the end of January 2022.  He said he's scheduled to meet with John Harmon next Monday at 4:30PM to talk about the collection of camping fees during the week of the canoe regatta, and invited anyone who's interested to come to this meeting.

McKown shared his conversation with Dave Winckler at Sentry Alarms, and the quote he'd gotten on a magnetic device used to shut the door at the top of the basement stairs in case of a fire.  The cost for this device is $1,375.00 with an additional monthly monitoring fee of $25.75.  The town board concluded to find another option to help with the circulation of air in the basement.

McKown asked the town board for an update with the Spectrum Franchise, and was told this is still being looked at by our attorney.

Councilman Kauffman said he's planning to do the court audit with Councilwoman Fuller next week.  He brought up the 'sick time' for part time employees and how town's are exempt from it, but didn't think the town should exempt itself from it.  Kauffman said NYS law is 1 hour of sick time for 30 hours worked, and concluded he would come up with a plan for next month's meeting.

He mentioned his conversation with Clinton Park Groundskeeper Tim Harmon and purchasing a utility golf cart for the park.  Kauffman suggested asking the Bainbridge Chamber to help with the cost.  Supervisor Nabinger said she would look into it.

Councilman Evans reported the Delhi Telephone Company would be in next week to do the computer and security camera installation.  He talked about his conversation with Depot Engineer Jason Fleming about applying for an amendment with FEMA to remedy the incorrect flood way designation areas at Clinton Park.  The town board talked about their last communication with Fleming on the plans for the pool bathroom revisions.  

Evans proposed doing an audit for the town clerk's office this Friday at 9AM.

He brought up there needing to be another record's room key in the town clerk's office at all times, in case of an absence with the town clerk. Town Clerk McKown read the law from the Town Clerk's Manual on the access of the town record's vault.  The town board held conversation with McKown on the matter and McKown said he would give a key to Deputy Clerk Cooper.

Councilman Daniels spoke about his new position as temporary Superintendent at Afton Central School.  He mentioned getting copies of the contracts for the contractual events at Clinton Park and revising these contracts to establish the boundaries between the events and camping.

Supervisor Nabinger said we needed to reappoint Mark Davis to the Town Planning Board, and asked for a motion.

Motion was made by Councilman Evans, second by Councilman Daniels, to reappoint Mark Davis to the Town Planning Board.
