The town board received the Requests for Proposal for the NYS CDBG Program and Grant Administration Housing Rehabilitation from C.T. MALE Associates and Thoma Development Consultants.
The proposals were reviewed according to the following evaluation factors and how they are weighted, by Supervisor Nabinger, Councilman Evans, Councilman Kauffman & Town Clerk McKown:

Qualifications and references; including experience in similar CDBG programs-35%
Management and availability; including project schedules and level of services provided-30%

Cost and reasonableness of fee-25%

Ability to coordinate with existing grants administration and other community programs-10%
