Supervisor Nabinger called meeting to order at 6:30PM.

RESOLUTION # 1
Motion was made by Councilman Evans, second by Councilman Kauffman, to approve the minutes from the May 9th, 2023 Regular Meeting.

VILLAGE

Mayor Wade reported the village continues to work on the water and sewer projects and finding a solution for the water main break on Kirby Street.  He added the Jericho Arts Council is done for the season.

Bainbridge Town Pool Monitor Shane Nordberg attended to express interest in the position of Pool Superintendent, following Gary Richman’s resignation from the position.

Supervisor Nabinger replied that the town board would go into executive session later to discuss the matter, and that Groundskeeper Tim Harmon is also interested in the position. 

The town board held some discussion with Mr. Nordberg regarding the matter.

CLINTON PARK

Groundskeeper Tim Harmon commented on the success of this year’s Canoe Regatta and how the grounds remained intact.  He brought up the large number of campers and issues with the water, electricity, and congestion.  Harmon talked about the repairs to the playground and how the people from the tractor pull expressed interest in installing electric at the tractor pull site, for the purposes of a PA system.
He spoke about his recent interaction with our homeless person at the park, involving his use of the bathrooms and time spent at the park. 

Harmon stated he’d be starting on the roof of the storage shed and putting in epoxy paint in the bathrooms at the park in the fall.

POOL

Mr. Harmon mentioned the benches he built for the pool bathrooms and how he’s been checking the garbage and bathrooms daily at the pool.  He said Highway Superintendent Clark would be ordering supplies for both the pool and Clinton Park.

HIGHWAY

Highway Superintendent Clark reported the highway department had paved over a mile of road with Suit-Kote’s help, paving Pearl Street Extension, Cornell Drive and six tenths of a mile up on Newton Town Road.

Clark contacted the county to use their shoulder machine to do the shoulders on Newton Town Road.  His department has been cutting brush on Ireland Road and Searles Hill Road.  
He received a quote of $1,725.00 to inspect the fire alarm system at the highway garage and confirmed with the town board to not move forward with this quote.  Clark noted everything Chenango County had found fault with, had been fixed.
He stated he had not received the inspection report from PESH yet.  The town board held discussion on the matter.
Councilman Evans asked Clark about this year’s plan for the CHIPS money.  Clark said he’d be willing to get together with Evans on his 5 year plan.  The town board discussed this matter with Highway Superintendent Clark.

TOWN CLERK

Town Clerk McKown presented a quote he received from Aqua Concept, that Pool Superintendent Richman had requested, and asked Tim Harmon if he was familiar with it.  Harmon said he had fixed the part and it was all taken care of.

McKown stated the communication with Thoma remains constant for the housing rehabilitation grant and presented another Housing Request for Funds form that needed signatures from Councilman Kauffman and Town Clerk McKown.

Town Clerk McKown read the letter from the Slater-Silvernail Post thanking the town for purchasing the graveside markers and flags.
Councilwoman Fuller said she had camped at Clinton Park during the weekend of the regatta and noticed the payment envelopes for camping at General Clinton Park were stuck together.  She suggested another box being made to help with moisture and asked about the camping registration during the canoe regatta weekend.

Fuller stated she was not in favor of installing electric at the tractor pull site.
Councilman Kauffman asked about the status for updating additional camping at General Park.  He reported the Bainbridge Chamber had 23 camping reservations during the Canoe Regatta weekend.  He suggested not renting the camping section of the park to the Bainbridge Chamber during the Canoe Regatta and giving the camping back to the town to handle during this time.

Kauffman suggested investing in a registration software for camping to help us out.  He spoke on the options for this software, that would take care of payment, campsite reservations to identify where campers are and adding this to the town’s website to make everything more accessible to campers.  Kauffman expressed the potential for the town to benefit from the camping and fencing off the camping section during contract events.
Groundskeeper Harmon said he would update the campsite map for the seasonal campers and get this to Town Clerk McKown.  He talked about where all the campsites are and the importance of having a seasonal camping agreement that covers everything to protect the town.

Councilman Evans asked to talk about our bookkeeper in executive session and the location of the Southern Tier Music Festival for next year, if it should come to General Clinton Park in the future.
Mayor Wade suggested a water expansion line to Clinton Park, when considering the additional campsites and bigger events and how there are grant monies available for this.
Supervisor Nabinger asked Highway Superintendent Clark to get together with our insurance representative JR Bogert to draft an agreement for snow plowing with the Bainbridge Fire Department.

Nabinger said Gary Richman has a new phone and a new phone number.

Nabinger asked if the town would be willing to cover the expense of our lifeguards, while watching over the girl scouts during their end of the year party.

Motion was made by Councilman Evans, second by Councilman Kauffman, to have the town pay for the lifeguards monitoring during the girl scout’s party at the pool.
