Motion made by Councilman Evans, second by Councilman Kauffman, to approve the September 2024 financial reports.

Guest(s) Questions & Concerns:

Violet Wade informed the town board the Christmas trees would be put out on November 16th, instead of November 23rd.  Conversation was held on the date change and when the trees should be decorated.

VILLAGE

Mayor Wade reported the village is getting the backup generator set up at the DPW garage by our village crew and he is working on the bid specifications for the new generator.  Wade commented on this being a long process with FEMA and the paperwork involved.
Wade stated there was a disaster declaration for Chenango County and Bainbridge had been added to the list.  He told the town board that if there were any incidents from the August 9th 2024 rain event, they could be reported to the county.

Highway Superintendent Clark confirmed there were no major incidents.

Wade asked the town board if there was a ‘no parking ordinance’ for parking on town roads during the winter season and if it had been published.

Town Clerk McKown confirmed there is an ordinance, and it had been submitted to the paper.

Mayor Wade talked about the status of the flood way on Newton Creek, the history of its building from the Army Corp of Engineers and how it’s now the responsibility of the village to take care of.  Conversation was held on this matter.
CLINTON PARK

Park Superintendent Harmon reported he’s been working on buttoning things up at the park and putting the equipment away.  He said the campers had left, water lines have been drained and is waiting for Village Supervisor Webb to shut the water off.
He mentioned leaving the gates open for the walkers, the security cameras are up and working well, and the bathrooms were locked up today.  
RESOLUTION #6

Motion made by Councilman Kauffman, second by Councilman Daniels, to receive and file reports from the Sanitation Officer, Dog Control Officer & Assessor.

HIGHWAY

Highway Superintendent Clark commented on the mild temperatures and how his department has been very busy cutting brush.  He said they rented an excavator last week to finish up some smaller projects and will start getting the trucks ready for the first snow fall.

Clark talked about Clinton Park and how another sewer line had been installed in row 2 of the campsites, with the help of the rented excavator, and connecting the sewer line to the others that’d been previously installed.  There are currently 3 rows of sewer lines installed, plumbed and ready for the future septic.
Clark talked about winter projects at the park, like replacing the ceiling in the hamburger booth and the roof for the gazebo.
Highway Superintendent Clark mentioned the poor condition of the ladders at the pool and was provided prices for new ladders from Pool Superintendent Nordberg.  He stated 4 new ladders it would be about $7,100.00.

Clark said he thinks he can repair the old ladders by replacing the ladder tubing with galvanized steel at a price of $2,000.00, and then have them sent away to be powder coated.
He said he would bring additional quotes to the December town board meeting to move forward with this project.
Highway Superintendent Clark provided an update on purchasing a new truck.  He talked about getting more pricing, but said we need to decide on whether or not we want to bid another truck out.  Clark presented the following trucks as options:
 A Volvo Truck with the Viking equipment (like the Volvo with have now) at a cost of $319,000.00 and have guaranteed a truck for next year.

A Kenworth Truck at a cost of $338,000.00 and a Western Star (built by Temco) at a cost of $334,000.00.

The town board held conversation on the different costs and dealers, creating the bid for the paper, how these trucks compare and the state bids involved.
Councilman Evans asked Clark if BURR Truck would prepare the bid package for the town.  Clark confirmed they would and know the wording that should be used.

Highway Superintendent Clark said it’s his recommendation to go with the Volvo through Burr Truck, continue to keep our order in for the Mack Truck and deal with this order later on.
RESOLUTION #7

Motion made by Councilman Evans, second by Councilman Kauffman, to have Burr Truck prepare a bid for the new Volvo.

TOWN CLERK

Town Clerk McKown presented the annual invitation from the Association of Towns for all town officials interested, in attending the February 2025 Conference.
McKown shared a recent email he’d received from the Skoolie Swarm group and their interest in returning to Clinton Park and reducing their contract price to $10k.

He said the Clinton Park Committee would meet to discuss this and come back to the town board with their proposal.

Town Clerk McKown brought up the electronic sign at Clinton Park and how it’s not working.  Park Superintendent Harmon confirmed the sign was not working, even after several attempts to reboot it.

McKown said Chris Smith from the Bainbridge Chamber proposed the chamber helping to split the cost on a new sign.

The town board held conversation on how the sign could be fixed, having RAPP Signs come back to fix it and exploring our options for a new sign.  The town board concluded to have RAPP Signs come back to address it.

TOWN BOARD

Councilman Kauffman brought up Assemblyman Joe Angelino’s talk on UTVs at the Commitment to Community Dinner, and his encouragement for the town to pass a local ordinance allowing the use of UTVs on town roads.  The town board held discussion on this, how this is an up-and-coming mode of transportation, and the potential pros and cons for this transportation.  They concluded to keep it on the radar.
Councilman Evans asked if there was any new news on the ‘white house’ on County Rd 39.

Supervisor Nabinger said the County Attorney had still not written a letter to the mortgage company to get things moving.  She said County Code Enforcement had written a letter to the mortgage company and began the bid process for demolition, but still didn’t hear anything back from the mortgage company, which put things into the hands of the County Attorney.

Evans announced that this Thursday morning at 8AM, there will be a meeting at Clinton Park with Engineer Jason Fleming to discuss septic system options, and all are welcome to come.
SUPERVISOR

Supervisor Nabinger asked for everyone’s thoughts on installing a camera on the door at the highway garage.  The town board held conversation on the matter and concluded to have Highway Superintendent Clark look into this.

Nabinger said we need to set a public hearing to amend Local Law #3 of 2022 on Renewable Energy Systems, for an extension of time on the current 2-year period.
The town board set a public hearing for December 10th, 2024 at 7:15PM, to amend Local Law #3 of 2022 on Renewable Energy Systems.

Supervisor Nabinger announced there had been a new generator installed at the Community Center.

The town board talked about the different grants involved to help with the purchase of this equipment.
Highway Superintendent Clark proposed getting the other sewer line installed at Clinton Park and purchasing the materials needed to complete this project. 

Councilman Evans expressed the importance of getting this line installed and before winter.

Motion made by Councilman Evans, second by Councilman Kauffman, to have Highway Superintendent Clark purchase the materials this Fall, for the last section of sewer line and get it in the ground.
