POOL
Pool Superintendent Shane Nordberg said the new valve for the pool arrived last week.  He and Highway Superintendent Clark will install it.  Nordberg and a couple of lifeguards plan to drain, clean, scrub and refill the pool and should be ready to go within 6 hours with the new system.  
Nordberg reported Amrex was the only vendor to bid on chlorine this year.  Amrex said their bid was high because they can not use an 18 wheeler when the pool is open, so they have to use a different type of truck.
Nordberg plans to call Slack Chemical Company as well, who also bid on the Village of Sidney, and said they bid $1.30 cheaper for them.  
He stated that Amrex is unreliable when it comes to the pool and not delivering when they say they will.  Nordberg said he will work on this and answered questions from the town board on this matter.
Highway Superintendent Clark said the new ladders were picked up today by Park Superintendent Harmon, from being powder coated. The ladders were a few hundred dollars less than expected, at a total of $880.00.

Park Superintendent Harmon said the ladders were painted blue instead of red and came out nice.  He commented that the dye for the red is more expensive.
ASSESSOR
Assessor Faline Ward provided her report for the month of May and reminded everyone that Grievance night is coming up and there has been an increase in assessment.  Ward said she would be available to the public tonight if they want to talk about their assessment

Recreation Director Palmer explained this year’s staff is ‘ever evolving’ and there could be some changes to come.  He said the amount of playground program monitors could change depending on our enrollment numbers, with a current limit of 50 kids.  Palmer said the wage scale is the same as last year and we currently have a total of 18 kids.

He added Stephanie Brown as assistant director to the Playground Program.  Palmer said we are lucky to have her back and is very good for the program.

HIGHWAY

Highway Superintendent Clark reported his department has been busy cleaning ditches, fixing some minor water damage, cutting brush and plans to pave Ireland Road this Thursday, if the rain holds off.

Clark said he wants to run an ad in the paper to hire a new MEO employee to replace Tony Christian’s position.

CLINTON PARK

Highway Superintendent Clark said they have installed all 800ft. of pipes in the leach field.  The septic tanks were installed.  He said, we are down to wiring the pump in the tank.  He hopes to get everything finished within the next couple of weeks, depending on their paving schedule. 
He said Depot Engineer Jason Fleming had stopped and said everything looked good.  Fleming has not heard anything back from the DEC.

TOWN CLERK

Town Clerk McKown informed the town board that Action Fire & Safety, who does our fire extinguisher inspections, has been recently bought by the Cintas Company.  He said the town was never notified of this change. McKown wondered if the town would want to change and just use Advanced Fire Protection out of Norwich.
The town board held conversation on the matter and decided to go with McKown’s recommendation of using Advanced Fire Protection out of Norwich.

RESOLUTION #8

Motion made by Councilman Kauffman, second by Councilman Daniels, to switch to Advanced Fire Protection, for all fire extinguisher inspections.

Supervisor Nabinger asked McKown to give Advanced Fire Protection her cell phone # to contact her about doing the Bainbridge Community Center as well.

Town Clerk McKown talked about the results of the county’s inspection for fire & code safety at the Payne Park pavilion and playground, and said he wanted to go over these results with Park Superintendent Tim Harmon.
McKown brought up Josh Vandusen’s proposal for expanding the Wi-Fi coverage at Clinton Park.

Councilman Kauffman said he’d also had a discussion with him, and will continue to look into it.
Town Clerk McKown shared an email he received from Alyssa Hardy from the BG School District, informing the town they had been awarded the grant from the Ithaca Murals, to do the mural project at the town pool.

McKown said his office has been very busy doing birth and marriage certificates for the enhanced driver’s licenses, along with all the activity at Clinton Park.

SUPERVISOR
Supervisor Nabinger said Park Superintendent Harmon got the bench in place for Mike Packer.  Nabinger and Kauffman talked about the dedication of the bench that will take place during the regatta.
Nabinger said she’d been approached by the construction engineer, with the Payne Solar Project, and things are moving forward with this project.  They called the county about getting a permit and according to the Governor, they don’t need a permit to do solar.  Nabinger learned that there are no permits for business solar.

CLINTON PARK

Park Superintendent Harmon reported the mowing has been quite challenging with the rain and has had to pump water off the park grounds.  He talked about moving the fence back from the river before next week.
Harmon brought up the electronic sign and the research he’s been doing on why it goes off when it’s hot.  He said after opening the sign up, that the fans for the hard drives had burned up.  Harmon said he’s figuring out how to maintenance the sign.
He talked with the town board about selling firewood at Clinton Park, like what Eric Barnard is doing at the hardware store.  Supervisor Nabinger said we’d have to do it by donation, because the town doesn’t have a sales tax number.  The town board held conversation on the matter and getting in touch with Jessica Chambers of the Girl Scouts to see if they’d be interested in being involved with this at the park.
