RESOLUTION # 1

Motion made by Councilwoman Fuller, second by Councilman Kauffman, authorizing clerk to issue warrant to Supervisor for payment of the audited bills;

Councilman Evans asked Town Clerk McKown to check with Waste Recovery to make sure they’re using the new pricing they quoted with their proposal.  McKown said he would confirm with Waste Recovery that this was being done.

Guest(s) Questions & Concerns:

Bainbridge resident Sally Finch said she likes to walk at Clinton Park and expressed a need for having a bathroom at the park in the wintertime.  Finch talked about the inconvenience this presents for those who enjoy walking for any length of time and how it’s unsanitary with there not being a bathroom there during the winter months.  She said more people would use the park if there was a toilet there.  
The town board held conversation on the cost of having a port-a-john in place at the park and the need for one during the winter months.

Motion made by Councilwoman Fuller, second by Councilman Daniels, to go ahead with a temporary port-a-john for the winter months at Clinton Park, for this year.

VILLAGE

Mayor Wade said the village would be activating the Kirby Street Water Main, that was recently installed and would be turned on tomorrow morning.
Wade mentioned the new generator down at the DPW location and hopes to have this running in the next couple of weeks.  

Mayor Wade announced Village Superintendent Jeff Webb is retiring and as of December 13th, Scott Webb will be appointed as the new Village Superintendent.

CLINTON PARK
Park Superintendent Harmon said the water at the park has been shut off and all campers have left, aside from those that are storing their RVs for the winter.  Harmon said we’re in good shape for our seasonal campers coming back next year.
He said everything has been shut off, except for some lights that have been left on for necessity.
Harmon said Town Clerk McKown has scheduled for the dumpster to be removed this Friday.

He commented on the positive feedback he received at the park and how we had a good year.

Mayor Wade asked about the usage of the new water meter at the park and checking to make sure it’s working properly.

POOL

Harmon said the pool ladders have been taken out, the water has been shut off, and the dumpster has been removed.

RESOLUTION #6

Motion made by Councilwoman Fuller, second by Councilman Kauffman, to receive and file the reports from the Dog Control Officer & Sanitation Officer.

There was no Assessor’s report received for this month.

HIGHWAY

Highway Superintendent Clark said the trucks are ready to go and the hauling of winter sand is finished.  The highway department has been busy with boom mowing and cutting down trees because of recent damaging winds.

Clark said the state reduced speed limit to 45 mph on Ireland Road and the Snow & Ice Contract has been received by the county.  The pricing for this contract will be the same as last year’s, $22.50 per lane mile.
Clark reported we’re still waiting on the bed for the small truck, and he plans to meet with Tenco this Friday to go over the equipment placement of the big truck.
TOWN CLERK
Town Clerk McKown said the life of the big printer/copier in the town clerk’s office has come to an end.  McKown said he’s spoken to our Printer & Copier supplier Russ Card about finding replacement parts for this machine and he’s unable to find replacement parts because it’s so old.  Mr. Card proposed renting a new machine from him, that includes a service agreement in the rental and provided McKown with a quote for this rental agreement.
Town Clerk McKown held conversation with the town board on the details of a new machine and asked for a motion to move forward with this option.
RESOLUTION #7

Motion made by Councilwoman Fuller, second by Councilman Daniels, to move forward with the rental of a new printer/copier for the town clerk’s office.

TOWN BOARD

Councilwoman Fuller said she didn’t have the new rates available for the contract events at Clinton Park.  The town board held conversation on the matter and decided to wait until next month to make a motion on the new rates.
Fuller talked about her and Councilman Daniels’ meeting with the village last night and said the village would like to continue with their $7,000.00 contribution to the Youth Recreation Program.

Fuller expressed interest in seeing a monetary breakdown of the expenses/revenue between the pool and the playground program.

Fuller said there was discussion with the village about looking at grant opportunities for the town and village to go in together on joint projects.

Councilman Daniels talked about the advantages of hiring a grant writer to help with the grant application process and the importance of the town and village working together on important matters.
Councilman Evans said he had looked into a possible grant for the pool slide project with the Community Foundation of South Central New York.  The applications for this grant will start in December.

Councilman Evans shared the following information from Supervisor Nabinger’s comments:

Dave Declue continues to make progress on getting the deed to the property on County Rd 38 and Chenango County Code Enforcement can’t do anything about another property on County Rd 38 because the owner is in jail.

A check was received from the Bainbridge Chamber to cover half of the camera repairs at the park during the Canoe Regatta.
We also received $600 from friends for the Mike Packard bench.

The next meeting will be December 9th, 2025.
